often been summed up uncharitably in
the words “The Chinese are not religious,
only superstitious.” This word is defined in
the dictionary as misdirected reverence.
Abbe Huc, in his Travels in Tartary and
Tibet, in the fourth decade of the Nineteenth
Century was surprised at the similarity of
Lamaist ritual, and that of his own.church,
and remarked that the only difference was
in the object of worship.

hat is Truth? The Chinese certainly
elieve in faith and, from the fokens of
gratitude which adorn their humble Earth
God shrines, their appeals for assistance are
probably just’ as fruitful as those to the
Saints of Western civilisation. Prayers for
personal advantages are common to East
and West, where the English liturgy in-
cludes' an invoeation for rain, which may
benefit the farmer, and ruin the Bank Holi-
day of the factory hand, striving to re-
duce the dollar deficit.
io Missionaries have never given the Chi-
nese sufficient credit for the tolerance which
is the hall mark of their attitude towards
all religions. The followers of John Kensit
creating a disturbance in a Ritualistic con-
venticle get short shrift from the congrega-
tion, but emissaries of the Christian religion
have held services in Taoist temples with-
out arousing the slightest animosity, though
they may have expressed themselves grieved
at the indifference with which their efforts
were greeted.

E early Chinese, like most primitive

peoples, filled the rocks, and trees around
them with spirits, beneficent or malevolent.
They deified Emperors, Ancestors, and all
the Heavenly Host. As time went on they
collected divinities with the same enthus-
iasm, and lack of discrimination as a boy
philatelist. But they extend their own
tolerance to their divinities, and had no man-
ner of use for g Jealous God, who demanded
their sole allegiance. They were quite pre-

provided that it supplemented, and did not
displace their own cherished beliefs. No-
thing is likely to wean them from Ancestral

" worship, which has the most steadying in-

fluence on their character.

According to Gibbon: “To the common
people all religions are equally true, to the
all equally false; and to the
magistrate, all are equally useful.” The
conception that an unworthy act reflects
upon a beloved ancestor has a greai re-
straining influence. and inculcates a respect
for the law, while the necssity of ensuring
posterity to care for the souls of the depari-
ed ensures the solidarity of the family and
clan. This intimate relationship makes the
acceptance of an iconoclastic creed, which
forbids normal reverence to common ances-
tors a virtual impossibility for the individual,
and the ramifications of the clan preclude
the likelihood of a mass conversion. While
the convert to Christianity will discard the
fables of Taoist, and popular Buddhist
mythology, he will cling tenaciously to the
older religion which prescribes the care of
ancestral tombs, and the sacrifices to the
Spirit tablets.

HE agnostic returned student is, in all
probability a totally different person in
the presence of the senior generation. The
Emperor himself had to defer to the opinion
of his aunts, when it came to a question of
break with tradition such as the abolition
of the Palace eunuchs, so the man in the
street stands little chance of defying public
opinion. There is a special hell for those
guilty of unfilial conduct, and the Chinese
take no chances where the future is con-
cerned. Hence the presence of the clergy
of all demoninations at their final ob-
sequies.

This filial relationship seems an in-
superable bar to the setting up of a Police
State, on the lines of Nazi Germany, where
the son denounced the father, and the

was always regarded as the most heinous
crime in China, and it is doubtful If an
offender could long escape the fury of the
clan. For thousands of years the welfare
of the family has taken precedence of all
other issues, and public spirit is almost non-
existent. The total absence of Foreign re-
lations until the last century excluded the
word patriotism from the dictionary, and
the only substitute was Xenophopia.

E Manchu Official could always divert

popular discontent at his maladminis-
tration by provoking an anti-foreign riot,
and the same technique has been adopted
by his Republican successor. The vr‘oc‘.ulity
of the lower orders is incredible, and the
same story of babies’ eyes being sought to
make camera lenses served to incite the
Tientsin riots of 1870 and the anti-British
crusade of 1925.

It is one thing, however, to unite the
people by stirring up resentment against the
foreigner, and another to inculcate public
spirit to the extent of parfing with some-
thing of commercial value for the ben¥fit of
a section of the population outside the
family, or clan, The farmer will not feed
the industrial worker in the town unless he
gets the market price for his produce.
Marxism is no substitute for the doctrine of
his fore-fathers, on which Confucius him-
self set the seal.

The organised religions of China,
Buddhism and Taoism, were obliged, not only
to leave intact these primitive beliefs, but
to modify their teachings to conform with
the susceptibilities of their converts. The
Earth Gods were reluctantly admitted into
the Taoist pantheon, and popular Saints be-
came interchangeable between the two
rival sects, Whilst educated Chinese and
certain monastic establishments adhere to
the pure teachings of the founders of these
religions, the mass of worshippers maintain
their temples from very mixed motives.

ATRON Saints are common to
the religions of both East
and West and the priests of both
have endowed them with birth-
days on which it is appropriate
to honour them. The return of
the calendar in Czarist Russia
was indefinitely shelved to avoid
offence to the worthies who
would have been deprived of
their annual festival. The
Chinese have invented a divinity
to cover almost every action of
human life and a good many for
the hereafter. As spirits have
always been an obsession with
them it is not the idol, but the
spirit within it which is appeal-
ed to. And, in their case, there
is a spirit. When the image is
delivered from the maker to he
its shrine, an orifice is de-
liberately left communicating
with the hollow interior. Into
this the priest inserts an insect,
or fiedging before sealing it up,
and removing the paper from its
eyes to give it sight. The spirit
of something which once had
life therefore animates the re-
presentation of the Divinity.
The prosperity of a temple large-
ly depends on the popularity of
the Gods it houses for, though
there is a trickle of individual
applicants throughout the year,
the main income is derived from
the annual Festivals.
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The Chinese have no weekly
holiday on a Sunday, and these
Festivals, of which there are
about one a month, are posi-
tively essential for recreational
purposes. This fact has been
recognised by most Christian
Missions, who organise outings
for their adherents to corre-
spond with the native celebra-
tions. They are as much a
holiday as a Bean Feast of the

Ancient Order of Buffaloes.
The Chinese are essentially
gregarious, and attendance is

by Guilds and Clubs, Even the
girl vegetable, and fish hawkers
form their sororities, each con-
tributing $3 a month. Of this
a percentage goes to the Tem-
ple, part is spent on paper
offerings and money for the
God, and the residue provides
an enormous feast as the
culmination of a day M the
open. It also acts as a Pro-
vident Society for, should a
subscriber die during the year,
her funeral expenses, with her
fellow contributors as mour-
ners, are a charge on the fund.

HERE is nothing gloomy in

this aspect of Chinese religious
life, for a festival is g riot of
fun from beginning to end.

The Chinese pantheon is al-
ways in a state of growth and,
like the Athenians, they al-
ways have an altar te the
Unknown God. The Emperor
had the power of canonisation,
and the last raised to Divine
honours was a doctor in 1911.

Of the books issued by the so-
ciety during this period, mention
may be made of some which
exercised a great influence, One
was Dr. Richard’s translation of
Mackenzie’s History of Civilization
in the 19th Century of which
20,000 copies were sold during
three years, 4,000 copies in one
fortnight. Another was Dr. Y.
J. Allen’s History of the War be-
tween China and Japan, which
recovered the cost of its produe-
tion in six months. A third book
was the Rev. J. Lambert Rees’
Universal History, a large work
running to over 3,600 pages. This
was the work subsidized by H. E.
Chang Chih Tung. It was pub-
lished in three large tomes, each
containing ten books. We may
also mention the following works,
A Treatise on English Law, The
Modern Value of Waterworks and
Dredging, The Importance of
Western Learning and A Life of
Christ, The society also published
4 suceessful weekly (afterwards
monthly) magazine The Review
of the Times which had a life-
time of some fifteen years.

S the publications of the society
increased in number its in-
fluence expanded. A leading
article in The Times (London)
at this period states that “yuan
Shih Kai has now applied to the
Rev. Timothy Richard for a list
of the bhest books in Chinese on
western learning for the instruc-
tion of the mandarins in his dis-
trict. We have often referred to
the excellent work done by that
society, whose guiding principle
has always been that ignorance
is the chief obstacle to the spread
of Christianity in China . {
Under the auspices of that so-
ciety, the history, the science, the
social and political, as well as the
religious life of the West have
already been made accessible to
the educated Chinese through the
medium of translations from the
best Western authors, and of
special treatises written in Chi-
nese, The enormous demands
for the society’s books was one
of the most conspicuous features
of the Reform Movement, nipped
in the bud by the Empress Dow-
ager’s coup d’etat in 1898. That
the society should now have re-
ceived generous encouragement
to resume and extend its labours
from Chang Chih Tung the great
viceroy, is a significant indication

of the new spirit which was grad-
ually informing even the highest
official classes Ching is
preeminently g bureaucratic State,
and that some of the ablest and
most powerful representatives
bureaucracy are actually turning
to the missionaries for assistance
in the task of educating the ris-
Ing generation of Mandarins is
strong testimony to the ethical
value of misisonary work.”

The years immediately suc-
ceeding the Boxer Movement saw
the abolition of the ancienti state
system of education and the in-
stitution of new methods. The
examinations were discontinued,
the great accumulation of in-
dividual cells was discarded and
allowed to fall into ruin. Then
was also manifested the increas-
ing influence of the exile Dr. Sun
Yat Sen who was working to-
wards the overthrow of the
Manchu Dynasty and the estab-
lishment of republican govern-
ment, This resulteqd in the revo-
lution of 1911 and the abdication
of the Manchu ruler, Then be-
gan a new era for China. The
system of education was again
reorganized, the building of rail-
roads and factories received g
new impetus and an ever increas-
ing demand for books and news-
papers led to the establishment
of many printing and publishing
offices and works. Here we have
an amazing record of new enter-
prises. In a land that had known
no newspapers or periodicals,
they sprang up like mushrooms,
and translation of all kinds of
Western books appeared. At this
time Japan was to the front in
the translation of European works
and many of the Chinese editions
were based on these. At the same
time new writers appeared who
reproduced in Chinese the works
of outstanding Western authors.

NE of the first acts of the Re-
publican government of 1911-

12 was to emphasize the need for
the new type of education. Schools
were properly organized on West-
ern patterns. Two significant
changes were urged, the elimina-
tlon of the Chinese Classics from
the curriculum of elementary
schools and a change in the cus-
tomary regulations so as to per-
mit boys and glrls to attend the
same primary institutions., In its
programme the new Department
of Education divided its works

into three separate sections; Gen-
eral Education which supervised
all matters from kindergarten ta
normal schools; Technical or Pro-
cessional Education concerned
with that on the college level, ana
Social Education dealing with
nublic ceremonies, museums. ex-
hibits, music, literature and
drama.

This government enterprise was
the real beginning of the present
system of education in China, the
inception of which can be clearly
seen as due to the early reform
movement which had been fos-
tered and encouraged by the ef-
forts of the early missionaries and
sympathizers, The Christian
Literature Society can thus claim
a place in the list of the found-
ers of China’s modern system of
Education.

During this period of transition
the society continued to publish
textbooks for students but grad-
ually decreased its production of
these because of the many newly
established book companies which
could do the work quite as well.
And so the society concentrated
its efforts more definitely on re-
ligious education. Moreover, the
government having taken com-
plete control over the curricula of
the schools and colleges, natural-
ly decided on the type of books
required. But the students de-
manded more than text-books,
manifesting a voracious appetite
hard to appease, and the society
responded to their requirements.
In so doing it carried out its de-
finite policy of providing litera-
ture based on Christian prin-
ciples, Through all the years
the society has kept in view the
needs and interests of the students
of China, and books on many top-
ics have been made gvailable to
them. The society has also fol-
lowed the new movements in the
use of g more colloquial language
and the efforts made to banish
illiteracy, and has arranged its
programme of production ac-
cordingly, The increasing use
of the phonetic system has also
been dealt with and books are
published containing this new
script along with the ordinary
national character writing .

It is the commonest thing
to hear questions asked thus:

“Wnat he said?” “Where
you went?” “How you man-
age it?” Instead of “Wha.t;
did he say?” “Where did you
go?” “How do you manage
it?”—These are examples of
the Inversion of the Interro-
gative.

Another favourite mode of
expression is “I haven’'t got
none” for “I haven’'t any”; “I
didn’t go nowhere”, for “any-
where”, and so forth; the
elementary fact being for=
gotten that two mnegatives
cancel each other.

Commonest of all are such
exprassions as the dfollowing:
“Hullo, Boby I thoughts you
were going to the country to-
day.” “No, I didn’t go again”
—meaning that he had not
carried out his original inten-
tion. Nine out oi every ten
of our so-called educated per-
sons will answer you just like
that. Announcements fre-
quently. appear in the
columns of the daily press
informing < the public that
Mr. So-and-so did not leave
by the Steamer “again” yes-
terday; or that such-and-
such an event did not come
off - “again”, as had been pre-
viously announced, Now it is
obvious that nothing can
happen ‘“again” unless it has
already happened at Ileast
once before; so that of all
the curiosities of local speech,
this wilful perversion of the
use of such a simple term re-
mains the most inexplicable,
as it is the most common.

Among the many colloquial-
isms of distorted meaning in
constant use are the follow-
ing:—

The word “pony” in Ja-
maica means ‘“gelding,” and
not a horse that is not more
than fourteen hands high. If
you talk to the average man
about a “pony mare,” he will
regard you as a possible can-
didate . for the Mental Hos-
pital.

A man’s “hand” begins at
the shoulder joint and ex-
tends to the tips of his
fingers; while similagly %his
“foot” commences at the hips
and finishes at the toes. His
“chest” is often his “stom-
ach”, and his “stomach” his
“pelly.” He clothes himself
with a “trousers” — not a pair
of trousers. If he be hungry
he buys “a bread” — not a
“loaf” of bread — and now
and then a “bacon.” When
he is desirous of washing him-
self, he seeks “ g soap” — not
a “cake” of soap. If a sub-
stance has been polished to
brightness it is described as
“shine;” while it is said of
everything emitting an of-

;

fensive odour that “it is
stink.”

A fruit that is not yet quite
fit for eating is put aside to
“ripe” — not to “ripen.”
water flowing strongly
through .a pipe or other chan-
nel runs “force.” The young
of a shee-ass, even if it be a
mule, is not a “foal” but a
“cub”. A cow or other horned
animal does not “but” — it
“pucks”. The Jamaican who
empties a liquid from a vessel
does not “pour” it out; he
“throws” it; and he turns out
his “stocks” to pasture — no}
his “stock.” He does not
“strike” or “hit” anyone —
he’ knows’ or “licks,” or
“pounces.”

THE LIVING CHRIST IN
MODERN CHINA
By George Young.

If anyone really wants to un-
derstand China he should study
the writings not only of those
who have lived in the big cities,
or paid visits by ’plane to various
key places in the interior, but of
those who have lived and worked
in China’s provinces hundreds of
miles from the coast. Similarly
if anyone wants to understand
modern China, he should study
not only the books that have been
written on China’s political, cul-
tural or material development but
also those that have been written
by men who have played a defin-
ite 'part in the establishment of
the Chinese church—The Living
Christ in Modern China is such
a book. It is simply written and
uses the language of the evan-
gelist but it gives the reader a
useful introduction to China, the
culture that she has inherited
from the past, the ancient re-
ligions and especially life in the
towns and country districts of
Shensi. It also gives first-hand
information of what famine, civil

war and banditry mean to the
common people and what has
been done in alleviating suffering
and what can be done by long-
term’ projects. Above all it tells
the story of the way in which the
Church has not only been estab-
lished, but has grown in spite ot
enormous obstacles and almost
continuous unrest. The book,
inevitably by férce of circum-
stances, deals with the past
rather than with the turbulent
present but it should, and wiil I
am sure, be read by many.

Reaction to Dr. Underhill’s
Letter to the Secretary of State
for the Colonies.

Dr. Underhill’s letter (see
Pagoda, Nov 26) was forwarded
to Governor Eyre for considera-
ti.on and comment in February
1865, and by the Governor it was
sent out with a circular to prac-
tically all Government officials
and ministers of all denomina-
tions. Naturally it became scat-
tered broadcast, was reprinted in
the papers, and became the gen-
€ral subject of discussion.

In all the towns “Underhill’s
Meetings? were held, which pub-
1le meetings displeased Governor
Eyre, who spoke of them as “got
p N thrgugh the agency of Bap-
tist wninisters” who, “in many in-
stances took a prominent, part
addressing the mob, and vouching
for Dr. Underhill’s allegations.”
In April some St. Ann’s peasants
addressed a petition to the Queen,
cescribing their condition. In
aue time a document was issued
from King’s House, entitled “The
Queen’s Advice,” and purporting
to be (though this was never
officially stated) Her Majesty’s
reply to the petition. Its tone
was curt and harsh, and it was
felt by the people to be a mere
mockery of their distress. In
May the Governor of Jamaica
sent in his report to the Colo-

No no-
tice was taken by the Governor
of Dr. Underhill’s recommenda-
tion that a Royal Commission
should be appointed. Subse-
quently, however, a Royal Com-
mission .was sent out from Eng-
land, and its findings summarised
were that Martial Law was con-
tinued unnecessarily long; the
punishments inflicted on sup-
posed rebels were too severe, and
the punishment of death too fre-
quent; the floggings were reck-
less, and at- Bath positively bar-
barous; the burning of a thou-
sand houses in the eastern dis-
tricts was wanton and cruel.

It is recorded that 439 pea-
sants were put to death, 85 of
them without trial. Of the many
unjust executions the most no-
torious was that of George Wil-
liam Gordon, member of the
House of Assembly, where he
proved himself a strong advo-
cate of the interests of the
negroes.

Supposed to be an instigator of
rebellion, Gordon was arrested in
Eingston, where Martial Law did
rot obtain, and carried by the
Governor’s orders into St. Thomas
in the East, where by Martial Law
he was tried, condemned and
executed. Of this transaction
the Lord Chief Justice of England
said: “It was altogether unlaw-
ful, and unjustifiable.” The atro-
cities of the suppression of the
revolt were increased by the em-
ployment of the Maroons, by the
military, to scour the mountains
of eastern Jamaica and hunt out
supposed rebels; many persons
were shot and one hundred and
forty cottages destroyed. One
other incident needs mentioning.
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The Rev. Edwin Palmer, minis-
ter of a Church in Kingston, who
as early as May 1865 had spoken
at one of Dr .Underhill’s meet-
ings, was arrested in October on
an unstated charge, put on board
a ship of war, and conveyed to
Morant Bay, where Martial Law
prevailed; and it was only after
thirty-four days of imprisonment
and ill-treatment that he was re-
leased on a Writ of Habeas Cor-
rus and ordered to come up for
trial in Kingston before the
Special Commission. Only then
was the charge of using seditious
language preferred against him.
A prejudiced jury found him
guilty and he was sentenced to
two months imprisonment.

Before the Royal Commission-
ers Mr. Eyre did not advance
his accusations against Dr.
Underhill, and his Baptist com-
rades in Jamaica. On the other
hand charges of irregular and
cruel procedure were instituted
against Governor Eyre, and Pro-
vost Marshal Ramsay who had
conducted the executions in the
affected districts; and although
no sentence of condemnation was
chtained, either in Jamaica or in
England, the Governor was super-
seded; nor was he sent out again
in Colonial service.

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X-Ray as an Aid in TB
Diagnosing

X-ray, a ray of light discovered
£2 years ago in Germany by Pro-
fessor W. K. Roentgen, has
played a major role in the ad-
vance of medical knowledge of
tuberculosis of the lungs. This
is true because X-ray penetrates
substances ordinary light cannot
penetrate, making possible the
process by which an image of the
chest is photographed on a film
for the physician’s study.

The X-ray, therefore, has be-
come a major aid to the doctor
in diagnosing tuberculosis. Sup-
rlementary diagnostic measures
consist of a thorough medical his-
tory of the patient, together with
a physical examination, inc¢luding
examination of the chest, and
laboratory analysis of the blood,
and of the sputum for tubercle
bacilli. Tubercle baeilli are the
germs which cause tuberculosis.
Since in many cases of early TB
the tubercle bacilli are not pre-

X-ray
makes it easier for the physician
to understand the disease in its
early stages, watch its progres-
sion or regression, and adjust
treatment accordingly.

When Roentgen discovered X-
ray in 1895, he demonstrated its

finorographic process and the
rapid roll film method—made ex-
tensive case-finding by X-ray
financially feasible.
