But, not many do know that WorldCat and OCLC’s Central
Index are probably the one source that contains the most open access content
aggregated under one database on the market. From Hathi Trust to OAlster, these
two repositories contain over 40+ millions of open access content under one
roof. This presentation will do a complete review of the open access content
currently available in WorldCat and the central index for Caribbean libraries and
