The first
calypaonian to produce his own hit on his

very own label (La Carib), his calypso classics
include Coconut, Spread Jov, Ban Fernando
Carnival, Saga Ting. Standardise Pan, Respect
Calypsonians, Long Live Calypso, and Cultural
Asznssination, Later, he would be the first
calypsonian to perform at Madizon Square
Garden in New York in 1968, In 2001, he was
co-producer of the award-winning docurmentary,
Calypso Dreama, which chronicles the art form
of ealypso in Trinidad and Tobago.

In 2015, Trinidad and Tobago awarded him
