Like To Play."

Roland Harrigin and Leroy George
were the arrangers, while Auburn Wilt-
shire was the conductor.

The peoplfe in the stands and on the
track cheered on the Tobago band as
they wrapped up a long day.

Ramsey-Moore said the majority of
her members were children, adding that
the youngest Katzenjammers player was
eight.

She said they all felt good performing
on Sunday, having invested so much
time and effort.

"We understand we placed 10th (out
of 15), and we are not in the finals.

"But we played well, and I feel from
the crowd's reaction if there was a prize
for people's choice, we would have re-
ceived it," she said.

Ramsey-Moore said the members
would remain focused for tonight's THA
finals at Shaw Park and Sunday's Ju-
nior Panorama finals.
