Day arrives the Mid- t'.aw~!ll1 F·e~tlval. 
This s~-.:..;nd Festival of the Living may 

be more appropriately called the Moon 
Festival as all the myths told ot -~he F'~sti­
vals, carried down to c-1~l" own days by the 
flowing stream of tradition, are associated 
with this luminary. In contrast with the 
light and heat, symbolic of the Sun, the 
Moon, typifying softness and cold. early 
came to be regarded by most people:-: of the 
world as a feminine deity. Hence the 
Chinese story of the Lady of the Moon who 
is celebrated for her rare beauty . 

Known as Chang O in Chinese, the Lady 
used to live with her husband Hou Yi in the 
reign of Emperor Yao, about 2,000 B. C. One 
day ten suns appeared in the sky giving 
forth so much heat that the earth dwellers 
could not endure it. Being a skilful archer, 
Bou Yi was ordered by the Emperor to 
shoot down with his enchanted bow the 9 
fal~e suns. This Hou Yi did. Before long, the 
Q11e n Mother of the Western Heaven was 
also pleased with Bou Yi' meritorious 
service and a precious reward in the form 
of the Pill of Immortality was given him . 
The Pill, however, was by a stroke of luck, 
taken instead by his wife Chang O who 
immediately found herself soaring high to 
the blue! Finding her husband at her heels, 
she hastily took refuge in the Palace of 
Moon and there, being breathless. cougheo 
ur, the outer coating of the p111, which im­
mediately turned into the Jade Rabbit. 
while she herself was mf'tamorphosed into 
the Ch'an or the three-legged toad.

BY far the greatest, longest, happiest, ar.d 
noisiest of all Chinese :testivals I.a the 
New Year. As much preparation ls 

required for the prolonged festivitles to 
come with the New Year, the season normal­
ly starts with the 20th. of the 12th. moon. 
when a regular house-cleaning takes place 
in every home. On the 23rd. (or in South 
China the 24th) sacrifice to Tsao Chun, the 
"Kitchen God'' ls offered as he ls leaving 
that night to report on the behaviour of 
each famUy during the past year to the 
Jade Emperor or Yu Wang Being a 
messenger between Gods and men, he com­
mands the greatest respect of the house­
hold, especially the more superstitious old 
!olks. However, notwithstanding the im­
portant position he holds, his shrine in 
every Chinese kitchen ls usually a little 
niche behind the cooking stove, blackened 
with dust and smoke. Inside the flimsy 
reliquary a printed picture of the Hearth 
God is pasted and is only to be renewed on 
the New Year Eve after the old one ls sent 
off to heaven on the night under reference 
Prior to his departure, food-offerings ar • 
presented. A special sweet candy made of 
sticky rice is served in the hope that with 
this his lips will be stuck close so that he 
will not talk too freely or make unfavour­
able report against the household whose 
hospitality he should appreciate. After his 
feast T ao hun' portrait ls carried to the 
court-yard, either in a miniature sedan 
chair or on a pap r hor e. Facing the 
flames of burning candles and incense­
sticks, the image is set alight and seen off 
skyward to the "Prt>rious-Throne·• of the 
Jade Emperor. 

About a week after comes the last day of 
the year, the greatest paying and settling 
day among the Chinese . The custom re­
quires that any one who is in debt must by 
now liquidate the outstanding account with 
his creditor. His failure to do so is con­
sidered a matter of great diSgrace. How­
ever if he s es no way of paying up, he 
hides till the New Year morning when h 
is immune, at least during the New Year 
Holidays, from the bothering of his

News From Red China 
Developments in the Far East 

situation in Korea have created :1. 

new problem for the United Na­
tions. The entry of Communist 
China into the Korean War witL1 
their pretext is characteristit! oi 
all Communistic acts. This. 
coupled with their invasion of 
Tibet, has complicated the whole 
situation. 

Normally, the intervention ot' 
Red China at the Manchurian 
border, might have been con­
sidered an act of self-defence, but 
the fact that other similar acL.; 
of aggression h ave been prompted 
and planned by the Soviet Umon 
leaves no doubt as to the true 
position. Delegates from the 
Peking Government are now ar. 
U. N. headquarters and in this 
1espect they have made some de· 
finite gains which could not b•! 
denied them in the face of these 
new developments . 

In the period since the entry of 
Red Chinese into Korea, news 
have filtered through National!!-.. 
sources and others which h a v <' 

iven rise to much speculation as 
to the existing conditions in Red 
China. First, there were the un­
expected releases of American 
prisoners by the Chinese Com­
munists. One batch it was 
stated, had come with the verbal 
message that China does nol 
want to fight America . 

Again, Nationalist agents who 
are said to have pierced the iron 
curtain have expressed the sen­
timent that this act of aggression 
has not been voluntary on the 
part of the Chinese on the main­
land. Revolts have been taking 
11lace in the military ranks it has 
been said bcco use the Chinese 
have no wish to be the enemies 
cf the United StatPs or the Unitr-ct 
Nations. 

While vast numbers or Reel 
r,hl ncse forces may still be 
: hrown into the Korean conflict. 
, oluntarily or other.wise. the facl 
that all is not well in Red China 

cannot be ignored . It is not pos­
sible for th e Communist regime 
to subject the peoples of China 
to their will t o any great extent 
at the moment, nor have th ey 
built up any sort of economic 
found&.tions t o support China's 
millions, especially since the 
country has been closed to nearly 
all external contacts. The people 
will not give in entirely to the 
Reds so easily. A new tide ls r is­
ing in Red China. I t may likely 
grow stronger and envelop the 
whole vast land in a short time 
if the discontent of t he masses 
we hear of is true.

But a vigilant creditor 
will search for him with a lantern 
till the small hours in the New 
Year morning, for by a polite 
fiction, the light indicates that 
it is still dark, therefore, still 
yesterday so that the debt may 
yet be collected without violat­
ing the New Year, when mone­
tary dealings are tabooed . 

ON 'the New Year eve t he 
busiest souls on ear th are 
the housewives. They must 

be responsible for the prepara­
tion of scores of dish es and 
seasonings to satisfy the appe­
tites of both Gods and guests. 
Among the thousands and one 
things they have to prepare is 
the re-installation of t he Kitchen 
God, although the ceremony it ­
self must be conducted by the 
head of the family. Being t he 
Hearth Guardian and Heavenly 
Censor, Tsao Chun's presence is 
of course required on such an 
important occasion as the New 
Year Eve . 

When the hour arrives for the 
offering of sacrifices to the 
ancestors and Gods, the master 
of the household, on behalf of 
hb dependents, a ko't'ou before 
the altar and ancestral tablets 
to express his deep gratitude for 
all the blessings they have so 
graciously bestowed upon the 
family during the past year. 

After the religious rites are 
completed. the New Ye~r Eve 
supper is served to which all 
members or the family must 
try their best to attend. Present­
ly s a l v o s of fire-crackers 
announce the arrival of New 
Year and the noise will continue 
till the dawn of the next morn­
ing. 

The first day of the year is 
usually spent at home. The 
streets are practically deserte_d 
and shops tightly shut. It 1s 
purely a day of family re-unio1:i . 
After the first day, people begm 
to make a series of cnlls on their 
blood relations and inlima e 
friends. Greetings are exchanged 
in stereotyped phrases such a: 
Kung Ksi Fa Ts'ai "May you 
make a good fortune," Hsin • 'ien 
Ru Yi ''May you have every 
satisfaction in the ew Year.'' 
etc. Token money is given to the 
youngsters by their elder rela­
tives to ,'.'ich them long life and 
iiood luck. Among the conservn­
ti\'l' ramillPs. the younger 
ge:~erations . ~t st fl s pro~lra P 
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themselves and ko't'ou before 
the elders who remained home to 
receive visitors . But among the 
more modernistic homes mere 
deep bowing will serve the 
purpose . 

Feastings, games and amuse­
ments complete the pictures of 
th e New Year celebrations, which 
usually last from 4 to 5 days !n 
th e cities but much longer m 
the country districts .

THE PAGODA 

FRONTIER IN THE SEA 
by William A .

1N Holland, the most densely 
populated country in the 

world, a new frontier territory is 
opening up, as the Dutch people 
work slowly and methodically to 
push back the boundaries of their 
crowded territory. This expansion 
is peaceful and calm, and no one 
opposes it, for their land is ex­
panding only in the direction of 
the sea . 

The Dutch are carrying out one 
of the largest reclamation pro­
jects of modem times and have 
started a new land rush in the 
-0cean, This project consists of 
walling off 915,000 acres in the 
sea and pumping them dry. This 
will increase the area of arable 
land in Holland by 10 per cent 
and will eventually provide land 
for 350,000 of Holland's popula-
Uon-

Their long famous dikes have 
always served to keep the ocean 
out and to permit them to cul­
tivate their little country which 
lies below the level of the sea• 
The dikes are now serving as a 
ram with which to push the sea 
back . The resulling land ls per­
haps the richest on earth. Crops 
grown on it have matured faster 
and been larger than those pro­
<luced any place else in the 
world . 

This is the culminaLion of a. 
battle between the inhabitants 
of the Netherlands and the ocean 
which has lasted for almost 3,000 
years. The original settlers in 
these lowlands built long walls of 
mud and tranches behind which 
they crouched trying to hold off 
the sea while they raised their 
crops. Often enough the sea was 
the stronger and swept the flim1;y 
dikes away and claimed the fields 
as its domain again. The dikes 
or sea walls early became a na­
tional affair, a matter of life and 
death for the nation and produced 
the story of Holland's legendary 
national hero, Peter, the little 
Dutch boy who plugged a hole in 
the dike first with his thumb and 
hen with his fist and :;aved his 

~ountry . 
Naturally enough the Dutch 

soon became the world's greatest, 
hydraul1c engineers, expert al 
walling out the sea. They finally 
~ained the offensive and bit by 
hit pushed the ocean back. gain­
ing new land to live on and 
rreating the saying that. "no 
matter who created the earth thf' 
T)utch created Holland" . Today. 
30 percent of Holland's popula-
ion lives on land wrC'stect from 

the sea. Many of their farms 
were once covered by more than 
20 feet of sea water. The present 
undertaking, known as the Zuider 
Zee project, will completely re­
move that arm of the North Sea 
which used to reach more than 
200 miles along Holland's coast 
line. 

A dike, 20 miles long, has been 
built across the mouth of the 
Zuider Zee and it is being pumped 
dry. Several thousand acres will 
be left for a fresh water lake, but 
the rest of the land will be farms . 
The entire project is being 
financed by the Dutch govern­
ment which will have spent 
$2,500,000 before the work is 
finished. This is approximately 
$5,000 an acre and makes this 
flat expanse of rich plain land 
perhaps the most expensive in 
the world , 

'J'HE high initial cost has proven 
I to be more than justified . 
The newly exposed soil is treated 
to remove its salt and then 
promptly produces some of the 
most fruitful crops ever known. 
The- wheat crop, for example, 
yields 77 bushels an acre, five 
times more than the average in 
the United States. Potatoes 
average 481 bushels an acre, 
against 204 in America ; peas 
average a ton and a half an acre 
-150 per cent more than usual. 
This super-production is true of 
other crops that have been 
planted in this "new" earth 
which has not been tilled since 
the beginning of Lime. 

These gargantuan returns plus 
the pressure of Holland's crowded 
population have resulted in a full 
sized land rush, but the costly, 
hard-won earth is much too 
precious to be given up indis­
criminately and at random to all 
corners. After a section is 
oumped dry it is allowed to stand 
for a while until It is solid enough 
to be turned over. aerated and 
treated chemically lo remove the 
"alt. This period of the operation 
is one that is carried out ex­
clusively by the government on its 
slate run farms. It is these farms 
which employ most of the pro­
ject's workers and at the moment 
comprise 85,000 of the proj Cl's 
120,000 acres. For thre years thP 
state farms work at bringing the 
c:oil to its highest productivity. 
When the land is readv to be 
farmed, it ic; broken up into 
mailer plots and actual plant 

r-ultivation b. individual farmers 

begins . Today, there are only 
a.bout 150 individual farms in 
operation on the project; this 
figure will be increased to 2,000 
in the next few years . 

IN spite oi the revolutionary na­
ture of the Zuider Zee pro­

ject, apart from the disappear­
ance of a vast expanse of water, 
the project will preserve the 
traditional topographical picture 
of Holland. Its area stretches 
away in uninterrupted flatness, 
broken only by an occasional 
windmill, and criss-crossed by the 
canals which help to keep it 
drained . The canals are jammed 
with house-boats which hold the 
workers, scientists, farmers and 
store-keepers who labour on the 
project. Helter-skelter building 
is forbidden by law . Villages are 
planned in orderly fashion by ex­
perts. Attempting to anticipate 
all possible future problems, the 
villages are planned with plenty 
of space for expansion, yet com­
prise compact units with schools, 
churches, broad lawns, and brick 
walks around a central square 
with enough parking space for all 
the automobiles for miles around . 
This extensive planning ls an ea1 
mark of every phase of the pro­
ject. Laboratories with skilled 
agricultural scientists are main­
tained by the government a n d 
regulate planting, crop rotation , 
and production. As one Dutch 
official said, "We're making om· 
treasure in the sea, but it's a 
tree.sure that can't be made twice. 
so it's got to last". 

Energetic measures are being 
taken to see that it does last. For 
some time to come. none of this 
new land will belon1:; to an in­
dividual; the government rents 
the land for a maximum of $28 
a year per acre on leases which 
can be renewed every twelve 
years . A c overnment official on 
the project explains lt this way: 

"We'll have to rent, the land for 
a long timt to come in order to 
get back tne tremendous cost of 
reclaiming it . The government 
has already paid out $5,000 an 
acre. And we want to make sure 
we get good farmers who will take 
care of the land so that it can 
take care of th m If a man ne:i­
lPcts his land we cancel his leas". 
~o far. that hasn't happenPd" , 

Nor does it seem likely o hap­
pen. The earnest men who will 
work this fabulous land are the 
most interested of all in guarding 
it. They recognize it signiflcar.ee 
:-ind importance . The major:•~: 
of the workers on the pr.:iject atP 

young farmers from all over 
Holland who hav a direct in­
terest in their work. They !Ive in 
IJa!racks and on hou P-boat: <>nd

PERSONS 
Ul'.iah Theodore McKay was an 

outstanding personality. He once 
told me that his recreations were 
Reading, Writing, Agricultural 
Pursuits, Political and Economic 
Discussions. This was the order 
in which u. Theo. McKay, (his 
usual signature), placed them. If 
I were asked to describe him in a 
single phrase, it would be "The 
Apostle of Agriculture." He was 
commonly known as "The Mayor 
of Frankfleld," 1n the parish of 
Clarendon, where he died in bis 
77th year. He was born at James 
Hill in the same parish, on the 
23rd. March, 1872. His parents, 
Thomas Francis and Hannah 
Elizabeth, were hardworking and 
industrious Middle - class folk . 
After some private tuition, Bun­
yan Elementary School wa~ re­
sponsible for the foundation of 
his early educat1o_n . He selecte?, 
Teachinf!. as his -life work, so bis 
parents. at much sacrifice, sent 
him to the Mico Training College 
from 1891 to 1896. For four years 
he taught as an Elementary 
School Master at Rock River, 
where his ability as a writer be­
gan to show itself. Many readers 
will r e m e m b e r his graphic 
sketches to a Weekly newspaper, 
under the caption of "Rock River 
R ipples •· also his let,ters and 
ar ticles' to the dailies of the day. 
The variety of the subjects on 
which he wrote showed the _wide 
ran ge of b is rP.ading. He deltgl:'!t­
ed in a controversy, oral or wn~­
ten , and he was always a fair 
fighter. His love for th e soil WJ.i'­
pronounced; and he was prou .l 
to be regarded as a Planter. 
While at Rock River h e started 
t o deal in Produ ··e, and took every 
ooportunit:,· of showing the peo­
ple h ow to improv~ both t~~ 
-growing and the cunng of then 
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crops, in order to insure the best 
prices for them. 

By this time others than those 
of his immediate surroundings be­
gan to take notice of the young 
man, with the result that he was 
drafted to Boards, Committee, 
and bodies outside his parish. 
The first to make use of his 
talents and abilities was the Ja­
maica Agricultural Society with 
its many ramifications. A foun­
dation member of the Society, 
that was founded in 1896, McKay 
was elected a member of t he 
Board of Management at an early 
stage of the Society's existence ; 
and as a recompense for service 

. rendered in, and out of this body, 
he was made a Life Member from 
1946 to the time of his death. 
Among other organisations to 
which h e was a t t ached were the 
following: - Member of the Cen­
t ral Managing Committ ee of the 
4-H Clubs ; Member of th e Leaf 
Spot (Banana) Control Board: 
Member of the Clarendon Land 
Settlement Committee: Member 
of the Sugar Control Board , re­
presenting the Cane Farmers ; 
Member of the Central Lands 
Advisory Boa rd: Director of Ja­
maica Welfare Ltd .; Member of 
the Board of Visitors of Chapel­
ton Public Hospital from 1944; 
Membe:.- of the Executive Com­
mittee All-Island Cane Farmers' 
Association from 1945; Director 
of the All-Island Banana Grow­
ers' Association from 1946 ; Chair­
man of the Frankfield Branch 
Citrus Growers' Association from 
1945. The wonder was that he 
was able to attend to all these 
duties ; but he did give them all 
ample service chiefly on account 
of his methodical habit. He was 
most punctual at attendance at 
meetings. Proof that the general 
public appreciated his endeavours 
was shown by th e Ward Thea t re 
in 1938 when h e was p resent ed 
with an address and purse. 

Toward the end of h1s career, 
Mr. McKay assumed some volun­
ta ry duties outside of h is regular 
programme, by paying visits t o 
man y districts of th e island and 
addressing meetin gs on t opical 
subjects, chiefly in relation to 
new phases of agricultural ad­
vancement. As regards practical 
politics. h e was content to pass 
on to oth rs the benefit of his 
store of knowledge culled from 
his vast and varied library; and 
so he never saw his way to ac­
cept the appeal from all classes 
in his parish to allow himself hi 
stand for election as Member of 
the Legislative Council for Clar­
endon . He was however. a Mem ­
ber of the Parochial Board of 
Clarendon from 1912 to 1943. 

u. Theo. McKay was very kind­
ly disposed to all with whom he 
came into contact. He had many 
friends. In h is home life he was 
loving and affectionate. He is 
survive,1 by his wife and two 
daughters: also a brother, Claude 
:\1:cKay the well-known Poet and 
Author: and who no doubt is 
best known for his book. Constab 
Ballad1; an o her Poems.

RAT AND ::\10 ·Goo E 

The European black and brown 
rats probably reached J amaica by 
the earliest ships In any case 
hese proll!ic roden ts, along with 

P ie Pqually prolific cane-piece 

rat, have always been a tremen­
dous problem on sugar estates ; 
and for several hundred years 
estate owners have foun d it 
necessary for rat-catching. In 
1762, Thomas Raffle introduced 
the ant to prey upon young rats ; 
but instead of doing so, t hey 
became an additional pest. The 
bull frog was brought by Mr. An­
thory Davis in 1844 for the pur­
pose also of destroying t he r ats ; 
but this at tempt was even more 
ineffective. Another at tempt was 
made by th e introduction of the 
European ferret , but this an imal 
was itself overcome by th e at­
tacks of the jiggers. In 1816, it 
was suggested th at the mon­
goose should be imported, as it 
was though t that this anim al , 
with its nat ural antipathy to 
rats, might probably extirpate 
the whole race of vermin. Around 
1872, many of these animals, 
London-bred in capt ivity, were 
imported ; bu t al! to no avail . 

Mr. W. B . Espeu t or the parish 
of Portland was the first J amai­
can to import th e mongoose 
direct from India. In 1872. he 
liberated 4 males and 5 females 
on his estate. By 1882, t en years 
aft er, the mongoose had spread

to all part s uf ihe island ; and 
th e question then a rose as to 
whet h er t he ben efi t which a par­
t icular class had derived f rom 
the mongoose had n ot been more 
than counter -balanced by the 
damage which it h ad visited upon 
na tive wild life; for while the 
mongoose had definitely lessened 
th e number of rats in the cane­
fi eld, cocoa walks, and coffee 
plantation , where previously the 
damage had been estimated to 
be £15 ,000 per annum. many rats 
had now taken to the coconut 
trees instead. The mongoose, 
quickly adopting itself. took to 
low branching trees. They had 
also become omnivorous, taking 
fruits of all kinds, poultry, fish , 
and also young coney. The mon­
goose also brought about the ex­
tinction of the native iguan a, 
and are blamed for the rapidly 
decreasing number of land crabs 
The unfor tunate introduction of 
the mongoose into the West In­
dian Islands is ciied the world 
over. and will continue to be 
cited, as an example of ill- advised 
tampering with established natu­
ral conditions. "Thlnk twice be­
fore upsetting Na ture's balance," 
is an adage well worlh remem­
berinc:.

WHY "SEARCH" FOR HEALTH? 

Not so long ago people used to 
t,ravel far and wide "in search 
of health." This was particularly 
true if they had tuberculosis. 
They thought their only hope lay 
in a change of climate. 

Today we know that a high, 
dry climate is not essential to 
recovery from tuberculosis. In 
fact, time spent in travelling 
around in search of a magic cli­
mate may delay recovery . 

Increased knowledge a b o u t 
tuberculosis has taught us that 
recovery depends. not on climate, 
but on rest.

is to obtain complete bed rest. 
The best place to obtain th is 
complete rest is in a tuberculosis 
hospital. A t uberculosis hospital 
near the patient's home is as 
good-and often betler-than one 
at a distance. regardless of the 
climate. 

A hospital near the patient's 
home has several advantages. It 
means that the patient will not 
be too far removed from his 
family to receive visi~s from his 
relatives from time to time . 
Usually, the patient is less in­
clined to wol'ry about home con­
diLions if he can see members 
of his family occasionally. And 
when a doctor recommends com­
plete bed rest, he knows that, re­
gardless of the physical position 
of the patient in bed, rest is not 
possible unless Lhe mind is at 
ease. 

Since recovery from tuberculo­
sis depends upon treatment, and 
not climate, and the essence of 
treatment is rest. there is no 
reason for the tuberculous pa­
tient to ''search for health" by 
travelling to a far away place
