Schools Steelband Music Festi-
val, "Tribute To Kitchener" com-
posed by Jit Samaroo.

Other venues scheduled for the
Friday series of public appearances
by the band include Harris Prom-
enade, San Fernando, on August
10, and Woodford Square, Port-
of-Spain, on August 24.
