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Resumen

Esta investigacion colaborativa, de naturaleza exporatoria y descriptiva, segin Hernandez
Sampieri, Fernandez Collado y Baptista Lucio (2014), examina la responsabilidad de las
bibliotecas académicas dentro de la iniciativa del Acceso Abierto (IFLA, 2011), particularmente
en la Universidad de Puerto Rico, Recinto de Rio Piedras. Del estudio, la investigaciéon y accion
creativa que se genera, tanto dentro de las bibliotecas como en el campus, emana una diversidad
de documentacion multitipo valiosa que contribuye a enriquecer el caudal de conocimiento, a
tomar decisiones y a apoyar nuevas acciones proactivas. Aunque las bibliotecas cuentan con
catalogos en linea, al momento no cuentan con un espacio que guarde y de acceso a la totalidad
del caudal documental, lo que alerta a tomar medidas para el presente y futuro quehacer
académico y del conocimento en general.

El trabajo describe el acopio documental del Sistema de Bibliotecas (SB) en el recinto
riopedrense, como se salvaguarda y da acceso a la documentacion, tanto de su unidad como
institucional. Se incluye un breve trasfondo histérico de la temética en Norteamérica,
Hispanoamérica y en el Caribe; se analizan ejemplos de bases legales que impactan este tipo
de trabajo y las politicas establecidas por bibliotecas para identificar aquellas idoneas. Se
analizan tipos de infraestructura posible, tal como repositorios; se identifican estrategias de
promocién, de capacitacion y educacion continua en proyectos de esta indole. Finalmente, se
hace un andlisis de las mejores practicas y se presenta una propuesta de politica de acceso
abierto para las bibliotecas que conlleve a su realizacion.
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Abstract

This collaborative research, of exploratory and descriptive nature, according to Hernandez
Sampieri, Fernandez Collado y Baptista Lucio (2014), examines the responsibility of academic
libraries within the Open Access initiative (IFLA, 2011), particularly at the University of Puerto
Rico, Rio Piedras Campus. From studies, research and creative action conducted at the libraries
and at the University, diverse and valuable documentation emerge continuously contributing to
the knowledge base of the institution, to decision-making, and to support new strategic actions in
the educational milieu. Although online catalogs are in existence, at the moment, the libraries do
not have a specific space where to place and access all of its own or institutional documentation.
It is dispersed. The situation alerts to take documentary measures for the present and future
administrative, academic endeavor and knowledge base, in general.

The study describes the documentary procedures at the Library System (LS) in the Rio Piedras
Campus, how its own, as well as the institutional documentation is safeguarded, and how as well
as the type of access is provided. A brief historical background on North America, Spanish
America and Caribbean on the subject is given; examples of legal basis that impact this kind of
work are analyzed, as well as library policies related in order to identify those relevant. Types of
possible infrastructure, like repositories, are considered; promotional strategies, training and
continuing education programs are also studied. Finally, an analysis of best practices is
conducted and an Open Access policy is proposed for the libraries on campus.
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
