What exists in
Trinidad and Tobago and the Anglophones in terms of the emergence of such local TV i
documented. The Theory offers an altermative approach as “counter media”™ 10 the
production of TV, Film and Video with a Caribbean style.

The similar experiences of the Francophones, Latin Amenica and the Black 1'SA
Diaspora and their attempts to counter such invasions of their subjectivity and wentity are
provided as useful and vital background to the study.
