Hochoy 

by vi r tue of  the  off ices  uhich ho hold,  uas  int imately bound up in  the i s­

sues and events  of  that  sra .  Ths research has  sought  to  ident ify  Hockey 1s  

involvement  as  far  as  possible .  Houevsr ,  for  a  number of  reasons,  i t  has  

ne t  been possible  to  present  a  dotai lod e icturs  of  the ro io uhich Hochoy 

c layed.  After  some tusnty years ,  most  of  the  informants  have had d if ­

f icul ty  recal l ing the praciss  detai ls  of  the so ysars  and posicions adopted 

by Hochoy on par t icular  issues .  In addi t ion ,  tho unavai labi l i ty  of  or  ra­

c ia l  papers  and even d iaries  has  made i t  diff icul t  to  pinpoint  a t  every 

turn,  Hochoy 's  involvement .  Uhat  has  emerged,  therefore,  i s  a general  

o icture ,  though not  a  wholly superf ic ial  one,  of  Hochoy and of  h is  rela­

t ionship with tho nat ional  movement ,  i t s  personal i t ies ,  i t s  goals  and 

above a l l ,  i t s  leader .
