e Look for shapes that are created by the lines and
draw them in with a heavy pencil line. Many
interesting abstract designs, as well as subject
matter, can be found. Turn the paper upside down
or sideways to see as many shapes as possible.

e Use crayon or paint to fill in and add detail to the
shapes.

2. Crayon Etching

Cover the entire surface of a paper with a heavy coat of
brightly coloured crayons in either a free or planned
design. Avoid using dark colours. The heavier the
colours are applied the better the final result. No definite
drawing or design is necessary at this point.

1. Soda and Cornstarch Sculpture

e Combine the ingredients (1 cup cornstarch, 2 cups
baking soda, 1 ¥ cups water) in a saucepan and
cook over medium heat, stirring constantly.

e When the mixture is thickened to doughlike
consistency, turn out on a piece of aluminum foil or
on a breadboard.

e Food coloring may be worked into the clay when it
has cooled slightly.

o Keep clay in a refrigerator covered with aluminum or
in a plastic bag to keep it pliable when not in use.

e Clay may be rolled and cut into shapes or may be
modeled into small shapes.

e Watercolor or tempera may be used to paint the clay
objects when they are thoroughly dry.

2. Bread Dough Sculpture

e Remove the crusts from four slices of bread.

in plastic and placing in a refrigerator.

. Modeling

e Beginning with a basic shape of the object to be
modeled, squeeze or push the clay to form the
features (legs, arms, head, etd.) Think of the object
as a whole, rather than as separate parts.

e Between working sessions, wrap with a moist cloth
to retain plasticity.

¢ Allow the piece to dry slowly at room temperature.

e Fire clay in Kiln if needed.

NOTE: Combining parts or sections is another method
of modeling, but not recommended for -children.
Assembling parts is very important, and unless the two
pieces of clay are of the same consistency, and
combined together properly, they will shrink irregularly in
drying.
