THE UNIVERSITY'S STRUCTURE

An understanding of the organizational structure of the University of the
West Indies should prove useful in understanding the organization of the
statistical data, particularly for student registration and staff resources. As a
result, this section is devoted to the description of the various faculties,
departments and institutes that make up the University.

The University of the West Indies comprises three campuses, namely:
CAVE HILL in Barbados, MONA in Jamaica and ST. AUGUSTINE in
Trinidad. There are also University Centres located in the other contributing
countries which form a part of the regional institution. They constitute the
outreach arm of the University, providing classroom teaching and also
facilitating the delivery of courses through the Distance Learning method
and the Internet.
