Panmen and interested parties have been
given extra time - up to Tuesday - to
submit further comments.

LEADERS: FULFIL PROMISES
A WARNING went out to
government yesterday as
the National Consultation
on the Steelband ended at
Chaguaramas.

It came from Mr. R o y
Augustus, president of
Pan Trinbago, the national
body of steelband smen,
who declared: "Myexecu-
tive is committed to cling-
ing like barnacies to t h e
relevant government
agencies to ensure t h a t
everything we have been
promised over the past
f e w days comes to
fruition".

He told the Consulta-
tion's chairman, Dr. Eric
Williams; "We willnotre-
lax the pressure until the

goals set at this consulta-
tion are achieved".

Mr. Augustus, in de-
livering the vote of thanks
on behalf of panmen, said:
"We have toldyouwhatwe
wanted. The only problem
is whether we are actually !

going to get what we asked
for".

He said the training
course must begin imme-
diately and the pan factory
steelband co-operative
and complex must also be
gone into rieht away.

Among those he thanked
heartily was "that bunch
of hardworking, but some-
times harshly criticised
individuals - the Press-
for their impartial cover-
age of the e n t i r e
consultation".

F A C T O R Y UNDER STUDY
A Cabinet - appointed committee at the Con-
sultation on theSteelband has recommended
that the Industrial Development Corpora-
tion undertake a feasibility study on t h e
establishment of a pan factory.

This factory will have as its major pro-
ducts steelband instruments and asso-
ciated equipment.

The committee, headedby Professor Ken

Julien, has further agreed thatsucha study
should be carried out on a full-time pro-
fessional basis, utilising assistance from
the Faculty of Engineering at UWI.

It should also employ, where considered
desirable, tuners in a consultant capacity.

The committee viewed this as the only
way in which the study could be completed
with "the urgency that is desirable".
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
