e Select complementary graphics/color
(culturally relevant)

e Aim for consistency on each slide and
avoid crowding

e Add audio and oropriately

e Download VidEBRVIAEIETPOSSIDIE OF
open in a new'window.



Preparation Tips for PPT

e Use a max of 3 font styles

e Use approx. 6-7 lines per slide,
7-8 words per line and proof read

e Use ample blank spaces

e Use animations appropriately such as
slide transition

computer and save in compatibility
mode

e Check that audio/video, volume,
links, animations etc. work

e Practice presenting out loud before a
trial audience
